	 4.	 All students applying for grades 9-12 must take the SSAT test if they have not taken the test already.  Please log 		

		  on to www.ssat.com for registration information or call the Admissions Office.

	 5.	 Additionally, The Master’s school requires the Test of English as a Foreign Language (TOEFL) for applicants 

		  whose first language is not English.
